2. SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

. Fasten the speakers properly when installing them in the vehicle. If the components is disconnected during

When performing drilling or cutting works with the car, make sure that there is no wiring, brake lines, fuel pipe or
other structural elements under the place of work.

.When stretching back the speaker cables, make sure that they are not in contact with sharp edges or moving
mechanical devices. Make sure that they are firmly fixed and protected over the entire length.
